Ensure position of fire fighting equipment known.
Ensure all fire exits and routes to fire exits are not blocked or cluttered with instrument
cases etc.

All members to report any hazard or likely hazard to a Committee Member or other
appropriate person as soon possible after spotted

All accidents and all incidents likely to lead to an accident or injury to be recorded in the
accident book

Ensure that the identity of first-aiders is known.

Register to be taken at each rehearsal/engagement.

Possible “pinching” injury when putting up/taking down stands. Band members to be made
aware, if necessary, of proper method of putting up and taking down stands
